CAMPANOE HOW TO’S
To unfold boat:   

- remove ropes and strapping

- pull pin on trailer arms and move arms to open position (see Pic 1), reinsert pins 

- slide folded boat to the bumper on the car drivers side so when boat is unfolded both hulls are centered 
on the rails of the trailer.

- make sure all 5 center latches (see Pic 2) are laying back out of the way of the center seam

- with a person on each end slowly unfold top hull, adjust boat on trailer 

- insert pins in front and back lower hinge of boat, this can be difficult on a new boat but will become 

easier over time.  Aligning the hole precisely is crucial and using a needle nose pliers is helpful.    

- latch 5 draw latches down center of boat.

- pull pin on center post of trailer and move post to open boat position (see Pic 1), reinsert pin  

To attach tent to boat:  

- lay tent in boot on front deck of boat in open position, make sure black tent fittings on side of boat and 

tent poles are on one side and white on the other.

- remove tent side poles from boot, reconnect side poles with push pins to bimini poles, be sure to keep 

black fittings on one side and white on the other

- attach tent poles to sides of boat with thumb screws

- boat can be towed in this open position with tent attached to boat and in boot.

To set tent up:  

- with tent attached to boat at sides with thumb screws, remove side panels from boot and set aside, 

remove boot and put in storage compartment

- there will be 2 sets of black straps, 1 set attached to the front of the tent top and 1 set attached to the 

back, clip end of straps attached to the front of the tent to the clips on the front of boat cockpit 

just above the storage compartment (see Pic 2)

- either in the boat or on the ground take hold of straps that are attached to back of tent top and slowly 

walk towards back of boat pulling the bimini top up, clip rear straps to clip on rear of cockpit 

just above storage compartment (see Pic 2)  

At this point the bimini top is up and ready for use, front and back panels of tent are rolled up and 
velcroed to top.

- to attach side panels of tent pick appropriate side so screen is facing out, zippers start at the center of 

the bimini top, zip across top of panel to attach sides, drop front and back panels of tent and 

continue to zip in sides

- snap lower edge of tent to boat

Rolling tent panels: 

- with one person on each side of a tent panel, rolling outward so privacy flap is facing out and screens 

and vinyl windows are rolled inward and protected, roll up panel pulling away from each other 
as you roll to get a tight roll.  To avoid creases in vinyl windows always roll never fold.
Daytime tent use:
- zip up windows and privacy flaps on side, front and back tent panels

- unzip from bimini top leaving sides of tent snapped to boat 

- roll side panel (see above) while still snapped to boat

- lay roll on side of boat, the side panels can and will  stay rolled up and out of the way on side of boat 

for the days playing and even short distance, low speed towing as long as bimini top is down 

and booted on front deck allowing tent side poles to rest on top of rolled up side panel. 

- side panels can also be removed, rolled up and put in storage compartment 

- unsnap front panel, roll up front panel and secure up with velcro straps, do same with back panel of 

tent

Now just the bimini top is up and it can be raised and lowered quickly and easily by unclipping  back 

straps and slowly walking towards front of boat and lowering onto front deck making sure poles 

fall into place smoothly.  

To protect bimini top when laying on front deck and not in use avoid stepping on tent and for extra 

protection put boot on. 

- with tent panels in the rolled up positions they can be raised and lowered easily as needed to block sun 
or wind, front and back door of tent can be unzipped, folded back against tent and velcroed open

- privacy flaps and vinyl windows can be opened by unzipping a little or all the way and rolled 

towards window leaving a small pocket at base of window to tuck into so they stay rolled and 

out of the way

To remove tent:

- zip closed all vinyl windows and privacy flaps

- unsnap and unzip side panels

- with screens together lay side panels flat across front deck or down center of boat 

- starting at short side roll side panels together

- roll up front and back panels and secure with velcro straps to bimini top

- lower bimini top and place in boot

- put rolled up side panels in boot

- unscrew side thumb screws and remove poles, make sure to replace thumb screw

- push pin on side poles and remove lower portion, put in boot 

- unhook straps from boat, either wrap around tent top poles or stick in boot

- zip boot

- for tent storage when folding boat, lay on center of seats of bottom hull in place for towing

To fold boat:
- before folding boat remove tent (see above)

- move table to hull with black tent fittings or bottom hull

- unlatch the 5 draw latches down the center of the boat flipping latch up and out of the way of the 

center seam (see Pic 2)

- pull the pin in the lower hinge on the front and back of the boat, reinsert pin in hole (see Pic 2)

Failure to pull lower hinge pins when folding will cause damage to hinge.

- pull the pin in the center front post of the trailer and move post into folded position (see Pic 1) 

- with a person on each end of the hull with white tent fittings slowly lift hull on top of the other, 

the bottom hull will tip but that’s ok

- center boat on trailer and pull up tight to trailer post

- pull pin on trailer arms and move arms to folded position (see Pic 1), reinsert pins 

- tie front of boat to trailer and strap sides appropriately  

To separate hulls:

- remove tent (see above) 
- unlatch 5 center latches (see Pic 2)

- pull lower front and back hinge (see Pic 2), reinsert pin in hole

- pull upper front and back hinge (see Pic 2), reinsert pin in hole

The only time you pull the pin on the upper hinges is when separating hulls.

To set up cot: 

- pick appropriate cot marked bow or stern

- attach spreader bar to cot side poles

- pull spreader bar so push pin snaps in place

- insert pins attached to ends of cot poles into hole through metal piece on side of boat

- cots store rolled up along side of boat either laying on the seats or hanging underneath the seats

- secure in place using ties

Boat maintenance: 

- clean boat, tent and cot surfaces using mild all purpose cleaner and water

- your vinyl windows will stay clear and supple for years with periodic use of vinyl cleaner/polish and 

scratch remover

- Armor All will put the shine back on the Royalex but use sparingling because it will also make it 

slippery

Trailer maintenance:

- refer to trailer manual for picture and benefits of the Sure-Lube System

- grease bearings one to two times a year depending on use

- tire pressure should be 60lbs at all times

If you grease the bearings only once a year it is best to do it at the end of the boating season to 

remove any water that has accumulated.

Trailer should be flushed completely after use in salt water to avoid rusting.

To avoid damage to tent never tow boat with tent up. 

Seal the seams on the bimini top of your new tent before use.
